The current music program is fully funded by the College and requires no additional allocation of resources
by ABAC or the USG at this time. The increased funding for years 3 and 4 assumes an improvement in the
economy and a 2-3% increase in faculty raises. The fourth year increase in support staff anticipates
increasing the current half-time secretary to full time. Other increases represent anticipated growth in

enrollment that would require the addition of a fulltime faculty member covered by increased state

revenucs.

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APPENDIX A

MUSC 1100. 3 hours. An introduction into the basics of music and a study of masterpieces of music
literature, as well as a brief overview of the history of music. This course is designed for those individuals
who have little background or basic knowledge of music. Fall, Spring, Summer.

MUSC 1134 ELEMENTARY MUSIC THEORY. 4 hours. Prerequisite: Exemption from or successful
completion of MATH 0099. Pitch, meters, scales, modes, keys, intervals, triads and seventh chords,
elementary diatonic harmony, composition of melody and bass lines; melodic and rhythmic dictation and
solfeggio; elementary keyboard skills. Students should already be proficient at reading music. Three
lectures and two ear training/keyboard labs per week. Fall.

MUSC 1135 ELEMENTARY MUSIC THEORY. 4 hours. Prerequisite: MUSC 1134. Continuation of
written harmony through extended alteration of tertian harmony and modulation, secondary dominants;
analysis and composition of simple musical forms; continuation of dictation, solfeggio, and keyboard
harmony. Three lectures and two ear training/keyboard labs per week. Spring.

MUSC 1181 A, B APPLIED MUSIC. 1 hour. One 30-minute lesson a week in piano, organ, other
instrument or voice. Designed for a music major taking a secondary applied. Fall, Spring.

MUSC 1182 A, B APPLIED MUSIC. 2 hours. One 50-minute lesson a week in piano, organ, other
instrument or voice. Designed for a music major taking a principal applied. For a music major only. Fall,
Spring. :

MUSC 2234 ADVANCED MUSIC THEORY. 4 hours. 2 lab hours per week. Prerequisite: MUSC 1100.
Melodic and harmonic material, analysis of small forms (binary and ternary) with harmonic analysis
involving primary and secondary chords and including chromaticism and modulation; altered chords and
their functions. The Music computer lab consists of ear-training, melodic and rhythmic dictation,
sightsinging and basic keyboard harmony. Required of all students majoring in music. Three lectures and
two ear training/keyboard labs per week. Fall.

MUSC 2235 ADVYANCED MUSIC THEORY. 4 hours. Neapolitan and augmented chords, chromatic
chord forms (chromatic mediants, altered dominant, and borrowed chords), advanced modulation, advanced
form (rondo and sonata-allegro), contemporary techniques, including extended chords, quartal and
secondary harmony, twelve-tone rhythmic devices, sight-singing, eartraining, keyboard harmony, and
analysis. Continuation of creative work. Spring.

MUSC 2080 CONCERT BAND. 1 hour. Open to any student who has been a member of a junior or senior
high school band. Fall, Spring.

MUSC 2281 A, B,C, D, E,F APPLIED MUSIC. 1 hour. One 30-minute lesson a week in piano, organ,
other instrument or voice. Designed for a music major taking a secondary applied. Fall, Spring.

MUSC 2282 A, B, C, D, E, F APPLIED MUSIC. 2 hours. One 50-minute lesson a week in piano, organ,
other instrument or voice. Designed for a music major taking a principal applied. For a music major only.
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Fall, Spring.

MUSC 2287 JAZZ CHOIR. 1 hour. Open to any student who is a member of the chorus and who can
qualify. Fall, Spring.

MUSC 2090 CONCERT CHOIR. 1 hour. Open to any student who has been a member of a school or
church choir. Fall, Spring.

MUSC 2290 JAZZ ENSEMBLE. 1 hour. Open to any student who is a member of the concert band and
who can qualify. Gives a student the opportunity to experience all types of jazz musical styles (blues, swing,
rock, and improvisation) through the actual playing of instruments in a small ensemble. Audition required.
Fall, Spring.

MUSC 2291 SMALL GROUP ENSEMBLE. 1 hour. Open to any student who can sing or suitably play a
musical instrument. Audition Required. Fall, Spring.

The Hugh Hodgson School of Music at the University of Georgia has reviewed the
proposed Associate in Fine Arts Degree in Music at Abraham Baldwin Agricultural
College. The music core requirements in this degree appear to parallel the music
curriculum required at the University of Georgia in the first two years of study. The
expectation that the successful AFA music student would be able to enroll at UGA as
a junior and complete a bachelor's degree in two to three years is appropriate.

All transfer students to the Hugh Hodgson School of Music must audition and take
diagnostic exams to evaluate individual competency for purposes of placement.
Some degree programs, such as music education {where state and national
standards must be met), require a particularly rigorous sequence of specialized
courses over several years, and in those cases the three-year window might be the
norm.

| applaud the pending approval curricuium allowing your students to attain the Associate in Fine Aris
degree from ABAC. As you know from our various conversations, this curriculum addresses several
issues that have been a concern for us at VSU. Primarily, | am excited to see that your music theory
credit hours are now aligned with ours, Sixteen credit hours of music theory and music theoty lab {your
aural and sight singing lab) are exactly what we require, therefore cross enrollment should be seamless.
However, | do hasten to add that, according o our catalog, transfer students are required to complete a
music theory diagnostic exam to ascertain their placement within our curriculum. Hopefully, that will not
be a problem for your students and they will be able to matriculate directly into our junior music analysis
course.

I'm also pleased to see eight credit hours of applied music instruction in your proposal. This fits with our
degree requirements for the Bachelor of Arts in Music and the Bachelor of Music Education degree
programs at VSU. Again, | hasten to add that, in applied music, a student would need to pass a barrier
exam on their instrument in order to be eligible for upper division lessons. The only other possible
problem would come if a student wanted to transfer into the Bachelor of Music Performance degree
program where sixteen hours of applied instruction are required before beginning the junior year.

Your ensembie and keyboard requirements seem to be aligned with ours.

This seems like an excellent proposal and | hope that you will receive full consideration. To really make
this work, potential transfer students should consult music theory and applied music faculty at VSU o

make sure they understand the requirements and initiatives they need to complete in order to be
successful at our institution.

A music degree raquires
developing musical proficiency on a major instrument through applied lessons, piano proficiency and
the development of music theory written and aural skills. These skills must be developed from the
student’s first semester of coliege and continue throughout the student’s musical studies, With this in
mind, students who transfer from two year institutions with a complated core but no music skills
courses must start at the freshman level in these music skills courses. This creates a difficult situation
for the student and for the four year institution.

With this Associate of Fine Arts Degree, students from Abraham Baldwin Agricultural College should be
able to transfer as a third year student to any music degree granting institution in the state. As interim
chair of the Music Department here at Georgia College & State University (GCSU) | can say that these
students from Abraham Baldwin College would be accepted into our music degree program, We do
require all of our transfer students to audition on their major instrument and take a theory diagnostic
test in order to be placed into the proper level of study here at GCSU.
