


Facilities

The required facilities are already available and utilized for the current B. A. in psychology
program. No new facilities will be required for the proposed program.

Curriculum and Delivery

No unique courses or faculty expertise that is not already available are required for the proposed
program. The program flexibility made available by offering two different degree options may be
more attractive to some student populations. Students with aptitude in psychology who prefer a
career outside of those available only with graduate degrees due to personal and/or physical reasons
can use the more applied nature of the new B.A. degree and more applied electives to prepare
themselves for human resource or human service-related jobs in education, management, or
government agencies. Students who want to secure placements in graduate programs can take the
more science-intensive curriculum of the new B.S. degree to prepare for the rigors of post-
baccalaureate education. Below is found a comparison for the proposed B. S. in Psychology and the
proposed B. A. in Psychology to illustrate the differences in the two degree options.
