To gain admission to a master's program, a student must first complete a 
graduate application which is available online at 
http://cogs.georgiasouthern.edulappsforms.htm and at 
http://cogs.georgiasouthern.edu/adprocedures.html. The entire application 
process can be handled online and when completed is automatically submitted to 
the Office of Admissions for processing. Here, the application is reviewed to 
ensure that the student has met all application requirements. The Office of 
Admission then compiles a summary recommendation sheet and places this 
information along with the full application packet on WebExtender which 
forwards the material to the appropriate graduate program director for review. 
After the graduate program director reviews the application, it is returned to 
the Office of Admissions (via WebExtendeJ;). Assuming the student is 
recommended for admission, Admissions sends the student a written notice of 
their acceptance into the degree program. This procedure is the same regardless 
of whether a student is applying for an online degree program or an on-campus 
degree program.
