The standard was specifically developed to protect workers
thatmay be exposedio hazardousvasteat uncontrollel hazardousvastesitesand at EPA
licensed waste treatment, storage and disposal facilities; as well as workers responding to
emergencies involving hazardous materials, such as spills.

Duration: Eight hours of training.

Prerequisite Course(9 and Identification: Registrants MUST have taken either an initial
OSHA 24-Hour or 40-Hour HAZWOPER training course prior to attending the course.

If your annual refresher training has lapsed, OSHA does not set a firm deadline as to when you
must repeat the 24-Hour or 40-Hour initial training. Rather, it isthe responsibility of your
employer to determine, on a case-by-case basis, whetheryour competencywarrantsrepeatinghe
initial HAZWOPER course. For example, atwo-yearlapsein trainingwould not necessite
repeating theinitial courses; however, a seven-yearlapsewould clearlyindicatea needfor
extensive retraining.
