MATERIALS

The GAC Committee has created a number of materials to help high schools make their Georgia Apply to
College event successful and special. These materials include:

e | Applied buttons - Buttons to be provided to each senior participating in the event.

e Ask Me, I Can Help stickers — Stickers to be provided to each volunteer as they arrive for your
event. The sticker/button should be worn by each volunteer so that students will know they are
there to assist them.

e Ask Me about My College buttons — Buttons to be worn by high school faculty/staff during
College Spirit Day, to be held prior to your school’s Georgia Apply to College event. Faculty and
staff may also wish to wear the button during your school’s event.




e GAC Posters — Posters to be hung around the high school prior to Georgia Apply to College to
advertise the upcoming event.
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e GAC Banners — 6’ or 10° banners that can be used during special events, such as football games,
to advertise your school’s event and to promote college access. The banners can also be hung up
in your school in the days leading up to your Georgia Apply to College event. Note: Due to
banner cost, each school can be sent only one GAC banner. Schools that have previously received
a banner, will not be sent a second banner. Please be sure to save your banner in a safe place
each year!
