Failure on the part of the contractor to comply with this demand will constitute a breach of contract and will, in addition, constitute neglect and failure to perform pursuant to which neglect and failure the owner will be entitled to make good the above-mentioned deficiencies at the expense of the contractor under the terms of the general conditions.

The general conditions provides that the contractor shall within the space of time designated in orders of condemnation and without expense to the owner correct, remedy, replace, re-execute, supply omitted work, and/or remove from the premises all work condemned by the architect.  It is the opinion of the architect that, taking all circumstances into consideration, the contractor must have completed the aforesaid by not later than the close of the day on

The contractor is required to give prompt notice in writing to the architect, with a copy to the owner, upon completion of the correction of any work or materials condemned by the architect.  In the absence of such notice from the contractor, it shall be and is presumed conclusively that there has been no correction of the condemned work or materials.  The architect is furnished a copy of the present order of condemnation to the owner in order that the owner may expect to receive from the contractor a copy of the required notice in writing that the contractor has made good the deficiency.
