After downloading the file (CAMPUS_ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL.sqgl), you may
run the following checksum command to validate the file is the same as the
one located in the directory above:

1. Download the package (CAMPUS_ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL.sql) file to
a local server.

2. Run the following command, replacing to make sure the checksum info
is the same as it was when ITS posted the package: $md5sum
CAMPUS_ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL.sql

3. Verify the checksum info you get from the above command. It should
be the same as below:
5a29977ee85b57fae4f87c09afb5aabe
