Technical Instructions for File Validation (CAMPUS_ODS ADM_ETL_INSTALL_1 4.sql):

After downloading the file (CAMPUS_ODS _ADM_ETL_INSTALL 1 4.sqgl), you may run the following
checksum command to validate the file is the same as the one located in the directory above:

1. Download the package (CAMPUS _ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL_1 4.sql) file to a local server.
2. Run the following command, to make sure the checksum info is the same as what
ITS posted with the package: $ md5sum CAMPUS_ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL_1 4.sql

3. Verify the checksum info you get from the above command. It should be the same as below:
a7c58409a0e90714ea484c149f52c9ab CAMPUS_ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL_1 4.sql

Technical Instructions for File Validation (datacollectionsetl12.tar.gz):

After downloading the file (datacollectionsetl12.tar.gz), you may run the following checksum command
to validate the file is the same as the one located in the directory above:

1. Download the package (datacollectionsetl12.tar.gz) file to a local server.
2. Run the following command, to make sure the checksum info is the same as what
ITS posted with the package: $ md5sum datacollectionsetl12.tar.gz

3. Verify the checksum info you get from the above command. It should be the same as below:
7377288aa29f2dab893f2915d7fa767f datacollectionsetl12.tar.gz

Technical Notes

Accessing the Server - Clients must access the server from USG networks, or a VPN which effectively
puts clients on the USG network. Beware that some campus VPNs are not configured to protect traffic
destined for the ITS data centers. If this happens, we should be able to work with campus network
administrators to protect this traffic.

Clients can access the Server (files.usg.edu) using the Managed File Transfer (MFT) tool.
MFT Username/Password - typically, these are your USO domain account credentials

NOTE: To obtain USO domain account credentials to access to MFT, please have your Banner Project
Lead contact the ITS Helpdesk at helpdesk@usg.edu to request access for you.
